A total of four coalitions were established: Coalition A (Colo
mbia, Mexico, the Netherlands, and India), Coalition B (South Af
rica and Australia), Coalition C (China and Afghanistan), and Co
alition D (Thailand and Myanmar).

Meanwhile, the delegations are scheduled to prepare draft res
olutions within their respective committees by today. These draf
ts will be further refined during informal meetings on the 22nd
and 31st of this month. Attention is now focused on the upcomi
ng 3rd HLMUN General Assembly, which is fast approaching.
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
